SCHOOL NEWS
A Big Thank You!: The students at La Purisima Catholic School were treated to a rare glimpse into life as a Polish deportee during WWII when Wes and Zosia Adamowicz spoke to the middle school students last week.  Wes and Zosia shared with the students how difficult life was for all Polish citizens during the war, not just the Jews.  When Hitler and the Germans attacked from the West on September 1, 1939, and Stalin and the Russians attacked from the East on September 17, 1939, all Poles were affected.  Wes and Zosia were forced from their country into life as prisoners.  Zosia and her family were sent on a 5-6 week journey in a cattle car deep into Russia (Siberia) to a forced-labor camp for two years, crammed into "barracks," expected to survive on only 400 grams of bread a day, and treated like common criminals. When amnesty finally came for the Poles, they found they had no country to return to. Poland was still occupied and no country wanted the more than one million displaced Poles.  Zosia and her mother and brother (Father was in the army) joined the refugee Poles in Iran, and after 6 months they were moved to a British Colony in then East Africa Uganda where she lived 6 years.  In 1948, after the war, she and her mother joined her father and brother in England where she met her husband.  They were finally able to begin rebuilding their lives.  Although Zosia and her family had to start over on a new continent, they felt they had everything in the world they needed because they had their freedom. Their freedom meant more to them than gold.  Zosia shared that the key to her survival was her faith.  She knew God had not abandoned her, and that by keeping her faith in Him, He would deliver them, and He did.  What an amazing testimony of faith, courage, and hope Wes and Zosia shared.  The students and teachers were moved and enlightened by the Adamowicz's story.  They look forward to hearing from the Adamowicz’s again.

Character Counts Program: Who is a Cavalier with Character? The Character Counts program is starting at LP. Every month, the school will concentrate on one positive character trait. Look for evidence around the school. Posters and flyers will be up in the classrooms and down the halls. A flyer is attached for home use as well. Take time to review the character trait for February—‘Unity”—with your child. At the end of the month, every class will choose who has displayed the character trait the most to be named the CAVALIER with CHARACTER!

In Home Connect you can also sign up to receive emails showing your child’s quiz or test results.
